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Chad Nelson goes Back-to-Back for 11" CBA Title

Owatonna’s Chad Nelson won Back-to-Back CBA Titles for the 2" time as he went through the stepladder to win the
July stop at New Hope Bowl. In quite possibly the slowest title match in CBA history Nelson took on tournament leader Doug
Manhart. Manhart had a little trouble early trying to get more than nine while Nelson started with 2-9 spares and a turkey to take
a 30 pin lead in the 6" frame. A late turkey in frames 7 through 9 by Manhart put some pressure on Nelson to stay clean and an
almost chop of the 3-6 in the 9" gave Nelson the pins he needed to win the match 223-185 for his 11" CBA title. Chad also won
back-to-back titles in Oct/Nov 2004 and joined Dave Hoppenrath Jun/July 1987 — Oct/Nov 1999 and Sam Lantto Sep/Oct 1988
— Sep/Oct 1989 as the only bowlers to accomplish this feat twice. No bowler has ever won 3 tournaments in a row.

The first stepladder match had Nelson up against Rob Clements. A seven-bagger by Nelson overcame Clements’ front
five and Nelson went on to win 236-222. Nelson then had to take on the hot Jeff Smith. Two seven pins by Smith in frames 4 and
6 put him behind Nelson’s pace of 5-bagger-9 spare-4 bagger and Nelson won by a score of 267-255. Smith’s last 4 games of the
tournament were 256-265-300-255 and he was out (ouch!). Nelson then took on Super Senior bowler Clark Poelzer in the semi
final match. A 4-bagger by Nelson in frames 4 through 7 and open by Poelzer in the 7" had Nelson ahead by 44 pins and he went
on to win 237-214 to set the stage for the deliberate final match.

Clark Poelzer was the qualifying leader with a score of 1825 (228 avg) while it took a score of 1637 (204 avg) by Nick
Pahr, bowling as a youth in his first CBA tournament, to make the cut and cash. Pahr made it all the way to 6" place by shooting
279 in the position round and missing the ladder by 41 pins. Justin Dahlke also made the cut with 1648 (206 avg) ending up in
11" place. Bonus senior cash spots went to Randy Bartz & Paul Mielens while Jason Hanson held of all bowlers in the 9" &
10" frame eliminator rolloff to win the “On Track Casher” and a free entry into the August tournament.
