Dan Bock & Chad Nelson Continue Their CBA Dominance 
 
 Dan Bock & Chad Nelson have been dominating the CBA for the last few years and they continued their dominance by 
winning the CBA Baker Doubles at AMF Earle Brown Lanes on the CBA’s Hall of Fame weekend. Bock has been the CBA 
Bowler of the Year for the last 3 years and 4th overall and Nelson winning his 4th CBA title of the 2008-2009 season to set a new 
record for CBA titles in one season. After leading the 16 game baker qualifying on Saturday with a score of 3528 (220 avg), 
Bock/Nelson shot 5249 (218 avg) for the 24 match play games on Sunday while winning 435 bonus pins to take the top spot 
heading into the stepladder finals. The duo of Daron Hansen & Doug Manhart were trying for an upset but couldn’t find enough 
pins as Bock/Nelson won the 2 game match 397-369. This is Bock’s 10th CBA title and Nelson’s 13th. 
 
 The first stepladder match had Sam Lantto & Jason Smith bowling against Sam Sylvester Jr & Robert Slayton. A 
tough pair of lanes kept the scores down as Lantto/Smith had a pair of 170’s to Sylvester Jr/Slayton’s 190’s and a total for the 2 
games of 391-343. Hansen/Manhart took on Sylvester Jr/Slayton and handled them rather easily 447-376. The formidable duo of 
Dave Bordson & Arnie Gerdes were up next and Hansen/Manhart seemed on a roll as they took care of business by winning 
433-402 to set the stage for the championship match.   
 
 It took a score of 3248 (203 avg) to make the top 12 team cut and 3234 (202 avg) to cash. The bonus senior cash spot 
went to Dave Hoppenrath & John Eiss while Lisa Noor & Kris Geister won the bonus cash spot for the women.  
 
 Amidst all the bowling we had the Hall of Fame & Awards banquet on Saturday after qualifying. Rob Downer was 
inducted into the CBA Hall of Fame for Superior Performance. As previously mentioned Dan Bock was the Bowler of the Year 
and was joined on the first team by Chad Nelson, John Kreyer Jr, Brent Stearns & Tom Korth. The 2nd team was comprised of 
Arnie Gerdes, Jeff Smith, Clark Poelzer, Ron Lindner & Jason Barnhouse. Rookie of the Year honors went to Ryan Burr.
